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The Scheme
Thai Health is a subsidiary of the Thai Life Group, the second largest insurance company in Thailand
and is marketed exclusively through AA Insurance Brokers Co., Ltd.

This is a ‘standard’ plan that provides members of the Pattaya Expats Club with a reasonable level of Medical cover
at a very low cost, saving depending on age, around 60% on the standard cost. It is available for any member
under the age of 59 & a half and can be renewed up to the age of 64 & a half.
